Dwelling Fire Response Standards

The Royal Berkshire Fire & Rescue Service is committed to achieving an optimum response standard of 8 minutes for the first appliance and 10 minutes for the second appliance for dwelling fires.

The Royal Berkshire Fire & Rescue Service is committed to a standard response of 10 minutes for the first appliance and 12 minutes for the second appliance for dwelling fires.

The higher risk localities where it is predicted that appliances will not reach dwelling fires within the standard response will be prioritised for community safety initiatives to drive down the risk.
Road Traffic Collision Response Standards
The Royal Berkshire Fire and Rescue Service is committed to making an initial attendance to road traffic collisions, with the necessary resources to commence extrication of casualties, within 11 minutes.
Appliance Response Times

An important element of being able to achieve the above is the time taken to turn out from stations.
