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FIREFIGHTERS STRIKE CONFIRMED

Firefighters of Royal Berkshire Fire and Rescue Service will be taking part in national strike action announced by the national Fire Brigades Union (FBU) today.

The first two-day strike will begin at 9am on 29th October and run until 9am on 31 October. This will be followed by another 48-hour strike starting at 9am on 2 November and then four eight-day strikes in November and December.

Berkshire’s Chief Fire Officer, Mike Clement-Green, said: “We hope that this national dispute will be resolved as quickly as possible. During the time that firefighters are on strike, it is important that people are aware of the need for extra vigilance with regard to safety as they will not be receiving the level of professional service they are used to.

“The Armed Forces will be providing cover but this will be for emergencies only, on the usual 999 number. They will not be answering calls for automatic fire alarms for example, so if you suspect a fire, even if there is an automatic alarm in the building, you must dial 999. If you suspect a fire, get out, ring 999 and stay out – do not put yourself at risk.”
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
