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Berkshire Firefighters remember fallen New York colleagues
Firefighters from Royal Berkshire Fire and Rescue Service will lay a wreath in memory of firefighters and emergency workers killed a year ago, in the terrorist attack on the World Trade Centre, during a memorial service at Greyfriars Church, Reading on September 11th. The laying of the wreath will also commemorate the bravery of two Berkshire firefighters who were killed at a fire in Reading in1977.

The Bishop of Reading will conduct the service, which begins at 1.15 pm and Reading East MP Jane Griffiths will also attend and the service is open to all. 

Pastor John Brown, of Greyfriars Church, is also chaplain to Caversham Road fire station and said: “Many people were affected by what happened that day and during the service we will be honouring the memory of all those who lost their lives in this tragedy.”

The Brigade will also join others across the UK in observing International Firefighters’ Day, on September 8th with a minute’s silence at 3.30pm. 
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
