Retained firefighters receive their training on a modular basis and a standard payment for their availability togther with additional payments for training, work on station and seniority of service and any promotions they attain. They attend the full range of fire service calls and work alongside full-time firefighters on many jobs.  

Sub Officer Philip Holdford explained: “It is a really enjoyable and worthwhile way of putting something back into your community. It is a challenge and offers a great deal in terms of job satisfaction and building self-reliance and confidence. You learn a lot as every job is different and you are working with a great bunch of people.”
