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SONNING FIRE STATION GETS FACELIFT

Sonning fire station will be closed for essential building works from 26 August for approximately four weeks with fire cover being provided by Reading and Wargrave stations.

Assistant Divisional Officer Andy Mancey explained: “Sonning is a retained station which means that its firefighters are deployed from their home or their workplace. During the period that the work is being carried out, they will be based at Wargrave fire station instead and pumps will attend from Wargrave, and from Reading if necessary, as would happen normally.

“Attendance at incidents will not be affected but if any residents or local businesses have any concerns they wish to discuss, they are welcome to contact me. “

The  Pound Lane station was built at a time when fire service horsepower was supplied on four-legs and not by diesel engines and the former hayloft is now in use as a crew briefing area! The £25,000 refurbishment programme will replace the existing appliance bay floor, which will also be lowered to accommodate Sonning’s new  appliance which is larger than the existing pump.  
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
