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Fire Service Promotes ‘Learning Through Action’

· Claycots School, Slough: Tuesday 16th November

The fire service has funded this initiative as part of its community safety education package for schools. 

Jenny Swain, community safety advisor at Royal Berkshire Fire & Rescue Service, said: “We aim to raise awareness of the dangers of deliberate fires and hoax calls through these interactive sessions. Pupils are given the opportunity to see the consequences of their actions and make decisions for themselves. We hope that by educating children they will know what to do should they find themselves or their friends in these situations in the future.”

The drama workshops will be performed for Year 6 pupils and begin at 9:30am.
