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Junior Citizens

Royal Berkshire Fire & Rescue Service will again be supporting the Junior Citizens event at Yattendon Estates near Pangbourne from 20th- 24th September 2004.

Junior Citizens promotes community safety issues and will be attended by local school children aged 10- 11. Other organisations supporting the event include Railtrack, Thames Valley Police, West Berkshire Council and Reading Buses. 

Over 400 children will visit either a morning or afternoon session throughout the week. The fire service will focus on the consequences of hoax calls.  Kids can take part in educational activities and games and watch a video highlighting the danger that hoax calls can cause to the fire brigade and to the community.

Kate Stevenson, community safety advisor at Royal Berkshire Fire & Rescue Service, said: ”Junior Citizens has been running for over five years and is incredibly worthwhile. It’s a fun day out but it’s also about teaching serious safety messages. We have found that when we visit schools two or three years after an event, the kids still remember the community safety information they learned at Junior Citizens.”
