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Children Draw Attention to Smoke Alarm Maintenance

Royal Berkshire Fire & Rescue Service are asking kids to get creative about fire safety at a half term event in Woolworth’s, Reading.

A poster competition to promote smoke alarm maintenance will run in the store from Monday 25th- Friday 29th October.

Children under 12 can enter the competition by designing a poster that will remind them and their family to test their smoke alarm batteries once a week.

The winner of the competition will need to be available to collect their prize on Saturday 6th November, which will be presented to them by local fire fighters at Woolworth’s. First prize includes a model fire engine and two smoke alarms (all kindly donated by Woolworth’s), plus a trip for the winner and three friends to their visit their local fire station. 

The event is part of a national campaign that urges people to check their smoke alarms weekly. Woolworth’s has been running in store promotions to support the campaign and this is a great opportunity for the fire service to get the message across to families when they are shopping in the store.

Jenny Swain, community safety advisor, said: “A family is twice as likely to die in a fire in their home if they do not have a working smoke alarm, so the competition is a fun way to get this serious message across. There are some fantastic prizes to be won, and after the competition, all posters will be returned- so why not keep them on your fridge at home to remind you to test your smoke alarm regularly?”
