Royal Berkshire Fire & Rescue Service will be urging shoppers to check their smoke alarm batteries at an event at Homebase, Pinchington Lane, Newbury on Thursday 28th October.

Fire fighters and community safety advisors will be at the store between 10am and 2pm, and will be on hand to give safety advice about the importance of smoke alarm maintenance. There will be a fire safety display in the foyer, including a plasma screen showing safety videos.

This event is part of the current national campaign that urges people to check their smoke alarm batteries once a week. Homebase has been running in- store promotions to support the campaign and so this is a great opportunity for the fire service to get the message across to the public when they might be buying safety products anyway.

Jenny Swain, community safety advisor, said: “A person is twice as likely to die in a fire in their home if they do not have a working smoke alarm. This is a huge human cost for failing to do something as simple as checking the batteries. A smoke alarm is useless if it is not in working order, so it is essential that people check their alarms on a weekly basis.”
