The day cover shift may be well suited to people who are currently not employed or who work night shifts. 

A Retained fire fighter has the unique opportunity to be able to deliver a much needed and well-respected service to the community. Potential recruits must be aged 18- 50 and live or work no more than one and a half miles from their local fire station so that they can respond to emergency call outs within five minutes.
