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Free Electric Blanket Testing

Royal Berkshire Fire & Rescue Service and West Berkshire Council will be hosting electric blanket testing days on the 9th, 10th and 11th November. 

The testing days will take place at Hungerford fire station (9th Nov), Newbury fire station (10th Nov) and Dee Road fire station, Reading (11th Nov). West Berkshire Trading Standards will be running the tests.

Residents of West Berkshire and Reading Borough who would like to get their electric blanket tested are invited to contact West Berkshire Trading Standards on 01635 519930 to pre book their appointment.  This will ensure no one has to queue and can just turn up at their pre allocated time slot.

If an electric blanket is found to be faulty or unsafe, the owner will be offered a 50% off voucher from Winterwarm Ltd, to put towards the purchase of a new electric blanket.

Kevin Thompson, Principal Trading Standards Officer said: “This service will provide an invaluable safety check which could save lives. There is no cost to the residents and we hope they will take full advantage of this offer”.

Assistant Divisional Officer at Royal Berkshire Fire & Rescue Service, Peter Boardman, said: “As winter draws in, more people will be taking out their electric blankets from storage. It is very important to ensure they are safe and in proper working order, as a faulty blanket can be a fire hazard. By working in partnership with West Berkshire Council, we aim to provide a valuable service for local residents.”

West Berkshire Council will also be offering free smoke detectors to West Berkshire residents at the events.
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
