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‘STAYWISE’ – COMING TO A SCHOOL NEAR YOU

An action-packed new website to teach children how to stay safe has been launched by Royal Berkshire Fire and Rescue Service. 

Called StayWise, the interactive site was developed with education experts, other emergency services and commercial partners in a unique scheme that supports the national curriculum from Foundation Stage to Key Stage 5.

StayWise was piloted at Lent Rise and Langley Grammar schools and pupils and teachers from both schools were present at the launch, which took place at the House of Lords on Thursday.

Berkshire’s Chief Fire Officer, Iain Cox, said: “Figures show that far too many young people are involved in accidents, whether in the home or when they are out and about. Staywise is unique in pooling the expertise and specialist skills of the emergency services to help young people learn about risk and how to keep themselves safe and happy. 

“Because of the input from teachers and education experts and, most importantly, pupils themselves, StayWise is fun to use and allows students to progress at their own pace. This is a very positive example of the ways in which the public and private sectors can work together and one we are proud to be part of.”
