Firefighters at Wokingham fire station are looking for enthusiastic men and women to  join them as retained firefighters.

This is ideal for someone who wants a community-orientated role that offers something a little bit different. Retained firefighters should be good team players, willing to learn and of good general health. They will need to live or work within three to four minutes of the fire station. Those who work outside the home need to have a community-minded employer who will release them for firefighting duties. 

Retained firefighters undergo a comprehensive training programme and are paid an on-call  fee, together with payments for training, fire and emergency calls and other related work. The level of commitment offered, in terms of the hours people are available, varies but the station is particularly keen to hear from people who may be interested in daytime cover.

Watch Manager Eddie Cardoso, Officer in Charge at Wokingham, said: “You never know what you will be doing – working alongside wholetime crews at a road accident or supporting community safety work. It is tremendously varied, no two days are ever the same. We would like to hear from people who may traditionally never have thought of being a retained firefighter – perhaps men and women who work at home, or whose children may have gone to secondary school – we invite them to come along and have a chat to see what it’s all about.”
