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CARAVAN DEATH NOT SUSPICIOUS

The Reading caravan fire in which a man died at the weekend is believed to have been started by smoking materials.

Following an investigation by police and fire experts, the fire, originally thought to have been of doubtful origin, is now thought to have been related to a smouldering cigarette or matches.

Firefighters from Wokingham Road and Dee Road fire stations were called to a blazing caravan at Hills Meadow, Lower Caversham, Reading, at 01.21am on 30 April.  The fire was extinguished quickly and firefighters found the body of a man inside the caravan. 

The caravan was one of 20 parked at the site in connection with a bank holiday weekend fair. 
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
