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Car Safety Events in Maidenhead

Fire fighters will be hosting two car safety events in Maidenhead town centre on Saturday 7th May and Saturday 14th May from 10am to 4pm.

The events aim to reduce the number of car fires in the area by promoting car safety and car security to local residents. Members of the public will get the chance to chat to fire fighters about safety issues and see a display of a real burnt out car. The fire service demonstration vehicle will be showing safety videos on its plasma screen. 

Thames Valley Police, the Environment Agency, Street Care Teams, Community Wardens and the Road Safety team will be supporting the events. The police will be offering car security advice, and the Street Care team will be giving advice on how to report abandoned cars to the council.  Community wardens will also be offering free security tagging for bicycles.

The number of car fires and car crime relating to abandoned cars is gradually reducing in Maidenhead, and this is because of ongoing safety campaigns in the area. 

Andy Wastie, Maidenhead fire fighter and organiser of the events, said: “We decided to hold these events to make local people more aware of vehicle safety. Deliberate car fires are a result of vehicles being stolen and abandoned and we hope that if residents are more aware of security measures then the number of car fires will continue to be reduced. The other agencies involved all have a vested interest in raising awareness of car safety and we look forward to working together on this joint initiative to promote the safety message to the community.”

Helen Taylor, communications officer for community safety at Royal Borough of Windsor & Maidenhead council, said: “This is a great opportunity to promote the wider issues around vehicle crime.  As a community safety partnership, we are determined to further reduce vehicle crime in the borough and events such as this pay a big part in this.”
