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Phoenix Project Comes to Cookham!

Ten teenagers from Slough, aged 13-16, will take part in the Phoenix Project next week at Cookham fire station.

The course runs from 10th-14th October and combines team building with Fire Service activities, such as hose drills, breathing apparatus procedures and first aid.  A day will also be spent at an outward-bound centre, which will test the boys’ nerves to the limit as they try out the high ropes activities!

A highlight of the course will be a passing out parade at Cookham fire station on Friday (14th), where the team will show off the new skills they have learnt during the week to family and friends.  The Brigade’s Deputy Chief Fire Officer will also be on hand to present certificates, including a special award for the young person who has shown the most improvement.

Phoenix Project works closely with local youth organisations to provide a service for young people across Berkshire.  By teaching attendees about safety issues and risk, Phoenix aims to reduce the number of fires and hoax calls in the area.  In addition, by learning new skills and working as a team, young people increase in self-confidence and develop their communication and leadership abilities.

Lisa Gunn, Phoenix Project Co-ordinator, said: “The boys are in for a week of hard work, but at the same time they are going to have a lot of fun.  The skills they learn will stand them in good stead for the future, benefiting not only themselves but their communities as well.”
