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CARE HOME FIRE

Firefighters carried an elderly wheelchair-bound woman to safety following an outbreak of fire in a residential care home in Sunningdale, Ascot, today (Thursday 7 July).

Fire crews were alerted at 3.15pm and six pumps, from Ascot, Wokingham, Bracknell, Windsor and Reading, attended the premises in Ridgemount Road. Six firefighters in breathing apparatus extinguished the fire and searched the building as the second floor was heavily smoke logged. 

All persons were accounted for by 3.49 pm, with the lady in the wheelchair being carried down an internal stairway. Ladders were pitched in case an external rescue was necessary but this was not required.

A fire investigation will be carried out but a preliminary investigation suggests that the fire may have been electrical in origin. 
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
