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 Junior Citizen

Royal Berkshire Fire & Rescue Service will be holding Junior Citizen, an event for young people at Thames Valley Community Centre, Chalvey, Slough, from 16th- 27th May.  This is the first time Royal Berkshire Fire & Rescue Service has organised Junior Citizen.

Junior Citizen promotes community safety and citizenship issues, and will be attended by school children from the boroughs of Slough, Windsor & Maidenhead and Bracknell Forest. 

Other agencies supporting the event include Thames Valley Police, Red Cross, Network Rail, East Berkshire Youth Offending teams, Road Safety teams, Trading Standards and Asda.

Over 1300 children will visit either a morning or afternoon session throughout the two weeks.  The aim of this joint initiative is to promote good citizenship and personal safety, with lessons on fire safety, water safety, first aid, road safety, stranger awareness, safety on the railway, and healthy eating. The fire safety aspect will focus on the importance of fitting and maintaining working smoke alarms, as well as how to plan an effective escape route.  Royal Berkshire Fire and Rescue Service will also be promoting a water safety message on the dangers of playing on bridges and near water, and what to do if they come across someone in trouble in the water.

Jenny Swain, community safety advisor at Royal Berkshire Fire & Rescue Service, said: “Junior Citizen is hugely important in helping young people to see and understand the dangers of modern society and in guiding them to be good citizens in the future.  Junior Citizen is run successfully in other parts of the county and we are very pleased to now be able to offer this opportunity to schools from East Berkshire.”
