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FINCHAMPSTEAD FIRE ‘NOT BELIEVED SUSPICIOUS’

Following a severe fire at a workshop premises in Nine Mile Ride, Finchampstead, yesterday (Monday) evening, preliminary investigations indicate that the fire is not believed to have been started deliberately.

Six fire appliances were required to bring the fire under control and a 200-metre cordon around the workshop site will remain in place until around 01.30 hours tomorrow (Wednesday) morning due to the involvement of oxyacetylene cylinders in the blaze.

A specialist fire investigation officer will visit the site tomorrow, together with officers and investigators from Thames Valley Police. However, an initial assessment carried out at the scene has not revealed any suspicious characteristics.

It is not yet known when the investigation will be completed.
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
