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Community Safety Update for Councillors

Royal Berkshire Fire and Rescue Service (RBFRS) is hosting a Community Safety Awareness evening for councillors at Maidenhead fire station on Tuesday evening (20th September). 

Guests will hear about exciting new projects currently being rolled out across the Royal Borough, including the Home Fire Risk Assessment scheme - a free service being piloted in Maidenhead that provides safety checks, advice on making a fire escape plan and provides a general risk assessment plus the installation of smoke alarms if required.  

Other forthcoming initiatives include seatbelt safety checks, part of a campaign aimed at reducing the number of road traffic collisions locally.  A further highlight of the evening will be a very realistic ‘live’ demonstration of how firefighters deal with a road traffic accident.

The aim of the event is to inform councillors and members of the Royal Borough’s community safety team of the wide range of programmes being carried out by RBFRS.  David Wallace, RBFRS Director of Human Resources, and Dave Phillips, Group Manager for Community Safety, will explain how RBFRS is driving down risk in the community.  In addition, the Station Managers from Windsor and Maidenhead fire stations will talk about their stations’ community safety plans, as well as future projects that individual Watches are working on.  

Event organiser Phil Sidman explained: “We are lucky in having such strong links at both the strategic and delivery levels with the Royal Borough of Windsor and Maidenhead, and to work with such supportive and knowledgeable teams.  However, we are doing such a diverse range of community safety work now that we thought it would be useful to give our colleagues at Windsor and Maidenhead an overview of how everything fits together and how their expertise is helping us to achieve great results.”
