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Community Safety Information Evening

An additional highlight of the evening will be a very realistic ‘live’ demonstration of how firefighters deal with a road traffic collision.

The aim of the event is to inform attendees of the wide range of community safety initiatives being delivered by RBFRS.  Olaf Baars, Deputy Chief Fire Officer, and Dave Phillips, Group Manager for Community Safety, will talk about RBFRS’ community safety strategy and how this complements the Council’s overarching community plan.  In addition, the Station Managers from Langley and Slough fire stations will give an overview of the community safety work their stations have been involved in over the last 12 months, as well as their future aims.

Phil Sidman, Assistant Divisional Officer for Slough Fire Safety, said: “This will be an excellent opportunity for the representatives of Slough’s residents to gain an appreciation of the work of the Fire Service, particularly within community safety at their local level.  They will then be able to pass this information onto their wards and parishes.   We in the Fire Service want to remind the residents of Slough Borough that we are working for them, and that we are open and accessible.”
