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Free Electric Blanket Testing in West Berkshire!

Royal Berkshire Fire and Rescue Service has once again teamed up with West Berkshire Council for the annual electric blanket testing events for West Berkshire residents.

Testing, which is free of charge, will take place at Newbury fire station (Hawthorn Road) on 31st October, Hungerford fire station (Church Street) on 1st November and Dee Road fire station (Tilehurst) on 2nd November.  

Residents who would like their electric blankets tested are invited to contact West Berkshire Trading Standards, who will be conducting the tests, on 01635 519930 to book an appointment.  Advance booking is essential to ensure no one has to queue and people can just turn up at their allocated time slot.

The electric blanket checks complement Royal Berkshire Fire and Rescue Service’s home fire safety check initiative.  Home fire safety checks are free of charge, and include the fitting of smoke alarms where necessary, advice on the action to be taken in the event of a fire and the points to consider when making a home fire escape plan.  Residents can arrange their free home fire safety check by calling 0800 587 6679.

Peter Boardman, Community Safety Group Manager, said: “Faulty electric blankets continue to be the cause of serious house fires, so it is essential to make sure they are safe and in proper working order.  Both the electric blanket testing events and home fire safety checks are completely free of charge, so we hope people will take full advantage of these services and stay safe this winter.”
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
