Guests will include councillors and representatives from Thames Valley Police, Berkshire Ambulance Trust and Trading Standards.  They will hear about exciting new projects currently being rolled out in Bracknell Forest, including the Home Fire Safety Check initiative – a free service that provides a general fire risk assessment, advice on making a fire escape plan plus the installation of smoke alarms if required.

The aim of the event is to inform attendees of the wide range of community safety projects being delivered by RBFRS.  Dave Phillips, Group Manager for Community Safety, will talk about RBFRS’ community safety strategy and how this complements the Council’s overarching community plan.  In addition, Rob Watson, Station Manager at Bracknell fire station, will give an overview of the community safety work his station has been involved in over the last 12 months, as well as their future aims.

A further highlight of the event will be the opportunity for guests to have a look round the High Volume Pumping (HVP) unit, which was used at the recent oil depot fire in Hemel Hempstead.

Paul Jacques, Assistant Divisional Officer for Community Fire Safety, said: "We have a very good working relationship with all of our partner agencies in Bracknell Forest.  The information evening will be an excellent opportunity for us to give our colleagues in Bracknell an overview of the diverse range of community safety work we will be undertaking this year and how their expertise will help us achieve great results.”
