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Firefighters Present Resource Box To Deaf Centre

Firefighters from Caversham Road fire station and members of RBFRS’ Community Safety team will present the Reading Deaf Centre with a fire safety resource box, produced exclusively for the hearing impaired, at 11am on Wednesday 15th February.

The box, which will primarily be used by the Centre’s parent and toddler groups, contains books, a dressing up kit, puzzles and games.  It also includes cuddly ‘Blaze Bears’ and sign language versions of two videos, which aim to teach children about fire safety in an entertaining way.

RBFRS first became involved with Reading Deaf Centre last year when Jenny Swain and Jim Godwin from the Community Safety team and Laura Lewis from Control began the British Sign Language Level 1 course at the Centre.  They became aware that the Deaf Centre receives little funding and wanted to provide them with a practical and enjoyable way of teaching the younger users of the Centre about fire safety issues.

Jenny Swain, Community Safety team member, said: “We are very pleased to be presenting the Reading Deaf Centre with a resource that can be used by so many parents and children.  As part of our on-going commitment to reaching all members of our community, we are taking the British Sign Language course so we can better communicate with sign language users.”
