He will also visit the Malindi fire station but is hoping not to go empty-handed:
“I am trying to raise money to take some equipment out for them. I have been told that basically, they have an ancient Land Rover with a pump that hardly ever works and they have no kit to speak of and are desperate for training. Their ‘station ground’ covers 40,000 square kilometres and takes four hours to cross and that is if the bandits leave them alone. 

“If people want the fire brigade they have to call a mobile number and see if they are available!  As there are a lot of thatched homes in the region, you can imagine the situation. I am hoping to be able to get hold of some kit or equipment that will help them out as anything at all will be welcomed.”
The car wash runs from 10am until 4pm, with a minimum donation of £5 per vehicle. The proceeds will be split between the Malindi Firefighters project and the National Fire Service Benevolent Fund. Jim and his Blue Watch colleagues will look forward to seeing you.
