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East Berkshire Junior Citizen 

Young people from East Berkshire will take part in Junior Citizen at Thames Valley Community Centre in Chalvey during 21st - 25th May and 4th- 8th June.  Following the success of the last two years, this is the third year that Junior Citizen will run in the area.

Junior Citizen is an educational event organised and run by Royal Berkshire Fire and Rescue Service (RBFRS), where young people take part in interactive sessions focusing on community safety and citizenship issues.  The initiative is also supported by other agencies, including Thames Valley Police, the Community Safety Partnership of Windsor & Maidenhead, Trading Standards, British Red Cross, Network Rail, Road Safety teams, Consumer Direct, as well as school nurses from each of the Local Authorities.

Over 1,500 pupils, aged 10-11, from schools in Slough, Windsor & Maidenhead and Bracknell Forest will visit Junior Citizen over the two weeks, participating in either a morning or an afternoon session.  The aim of the scheme is to make children aware of personal safety and to encourage them to become responsible citizens.  RBFRS staff will teach the young people about fire safety, including the importance of fitting and maintaining smoke alarms and how to make a home fire escape plan.  They will also talk about the dangers of playing near water, and what people should do if they come across someone in trouble in the water.  Partner agencies will deliver lessons on first aid, road safety, railway safety, criminal damage and stranger danger.

Community Safety Advisor, Jenny Swain, said: “Junior Citizen is a hands-on, interactive approach to citizenship, which makes the subjects interesting and memorable.  This is essential, as many of the lessons focus on potentially lifesaving information.  Feedback from both pupils and teachers from the last two Junior Citizen projects has been excellent and we look forward to another successful event this year.”
