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Extreme Weather Conditions

The Control centre at Royal Berkshire Fire and Rescue Service has been receiving a very high number of calls relating to the extreme weather conditions since approximately 8.20am this morning.  Additional personnel have been recalled into Control to deal with the volume of calls.  The latest weather information is that these conditions are likely to continue for the rest of the day.

Due to the high number of calls, fire crews will only be attending the following incidents at present:

· Incidents where there is a danger to life

· Fires

· Automatic Fire Alarms (AFAs)

For all other flooding incidents, an Officer will initially attend to assess the situation.

Royal Berkshire Fire and Rescue Service is issuing the following advice for householders affected by flooding:

· If there is a risk to life, call 999 and ask for the Fire Service to attend

· If the water entering the property is not endangering electrics and is not more than 6 inches deep, contact the Local Authority for advice.
