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Windsor Firefighters Support Boat Fire Safety Week

Firefighters from Windsor will be supporting national Boat Fire Safety Week (26th-31st March) by providing free fire safety checks for local boat owners.  

Red watch will be offering boat fire safety checks at local marinas on Tuesday 27th and Wednesday 28th March from approximately 10am on both days.  During safety checks, the crew will confirm whether there are sufficient smoke alarms and fire extinguishers on board, and test them to make sure they are in good working order.  They will also check security arrangements and ensure that any hazardous substances are stored safely.  In addition, the crew will recommend how best to use buoyancy aids in an emergency and give advice on how to make a potentially lifesaving fire escape plan.

Watch manager Mark Jones said: “Although the number of boat fires is relatively low in the UK, when they do occur they can have devastating consequences.  Boat fire safety checks are completely free of charge and can help to dramatically reduce the risk of fire.  We hope that as many boat owners as possible will take advantage of the scheme and come and ask us for a safety check.”

Red watch will be at Windsor Racecourse Marina on Tuesday 27th March and Windsor Marina (Maidenhead Road) on Wednesday 28th March.
