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Further Flooding Update

Royal Berkshire Fire and Rescue Service (RBFRS) remains on high alert as levels in the River Thames, above and below Reading, are predicted to peak overnight.

It is now anticipated that flooding, particularly east (downstream) of Reading, may not be as severe as originally indicated. However, the situation is still developing and people are advised to check the latest bulletins for their area and take appropriate precautions if they have not already done so.

The RBFRS boat, together with two boats and crews from Lincolnshire and Merseyside temporarily based in Berkshire, has been patrolling the Thames between Reading, Pangbourne and Purley. The crews have reported up to date information on the state of the river to the major incident team and provided advice to local people.

The RBFRS six-wheeled all-terrain Pinzgauer vehicle has been sent to Wargrave today to assist the local fire station in working in flooded areas and the major incident team continues to monitor the situation as it develops across the county.
