


Did you know?

This leaflet will help you keep safe throughout the winter 
period as this can be a particularly risky time for fires due 
to the need to keep warm.
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fires to keep warm. Make sure 
you always use a fire guard to 
protect against flying sparks 
from hot embers.

control and properly put out 
before you go to bed.

and well maintained.
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when you go out or go to bed.

wall to stop them falling over.

 
heaters in well-ventilated areas. 
Heaters consume oxygen so 
you could suffocate if a room  
is not properly aired. 
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get into bed, unless they have 
a thermostat control for safe 
all-night use.

able to do this for you.

blankets and check regularly 
for wear and tear. Replace your 
blanket when it is more than  
10 years old.
