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APPENDIX 8

WORKS AFFECTING FIRE HYDRANTS

8.1
Where the Water Company becomes aware that reconstruction or realignment of the highway will result in a hydrant being re-located to within the highway, they will consult with the Fire Authority with regard to agreeing its re-location.  The Fire Authority may issue a works order for the relocation of the hydrant.

8.2
The Water Company will defray the costs to the Fire Authority for the alteration of a fire hydrant, due to the requirements of a third party, to the extent these costs can be recovered from the third party.

8.3
The Water Company shall consult the Fire Authority before any fire hydrant is moved.

8.4
Where either party becomes aware of a change in circumstances that has significant impact on the accessibility or operation of a hydrant they will inform the other party as soon as is reasonably practicable and agree any further action.

8.5
The Water Company shall advise the Fire Authority of the principles that will apply in relation to Water Company apparatus being attached to hydrants and advise the Fire Authority of the correct method of removal and storage of the apparatus.  The Fire Authority shall advise the Water Company within 24 hours whenever they find it necessary to remove the apparatus in accordance with the local liaison and contact arrangements.

The Water Company will not hold the Fire Authority liable for any loss or damage to this equipment as a result of emergency removal during a fire fighting incident.
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
